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About 25% of the OT is prophetic in nature. Most of the prophecies we are 

aware of and can identify have been fulfilled, including prophecies Jesus 

made concerning events that would transpire before His return. Fulfillment 

of prophecy is possible because God knows the future and is sovereign.  

Illustration: “Shuffling the deck versus stacking the deck.” ‘Somewhere in 

the past, an intelligence designed a future.’  

Illustration from Josh McDowell, The New Evidence that Demands a 

Verdict: Texas covered 2’ deep with silver dollars and one blind-folded 

opportunity to pick the right coin.  

Dozens if not hundreds of prophecies are related to the promised Savior who 

the Hebrews call Messiah. From generation to generation the promise has 

been passed that God would provide a Savior who would overcome our sin 

situation and usher in a period of righteousness, justice and prosperity.  

Believers know that Jesus is the Messiah and base their belief on (1) the 

testimony of the many who witnessed the exercise of His authority in the 

performing of miracles, (2) the fact that Jesus fulfilled OT Prophecies 

concerning the Messiah, and (3) the irrefutable historical fact of His 

resurrection as promised. Although some delusional religious leaders have 

made some outrageous claims, no other religious leader in human history 

has ever announced his resurrection, then resurrected from the grave.  

Today, we are going to look at some of the prophecies Jesus fulfilled.  
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Jesus made some startling declarations about He and His relationship with 

the OT prophecies. For instance, in… 

Matthew 5:17 (NLT) 

Teaching about the Law 

17 “Don’t misunderstand why I have come. I did not come to abolish 
the law of Moses or the writings of the prophets. No, I came to 
accomplish their purpose. 

Jesus said that there was a purpose to the OT prophecies and He was here to 

fulfill OT prophecies. Another declaration Jesus made was that the OT 

pointed to Jesus… 

John 5:39-40 (NLT) 

39 “You search the Scriptures because you think they give you eternal 
life. But the Scriptures point to me! 40 Yet you refuse to come to me to 
receive this life. 

The significance of this statement is that the Bible will not make any sense 

without Jesus, because the Bible is all about Jesus. You may have all kinds 

of ingredients, but if you leave out the eggs you won’t get an omelet. You 

may have all kinds of scripture, but if you leave out Jesus you won’t get 

God’s word.  

Woven subtly throughout the fabric of the OT is the story of the coming 

Savior, Jesus.  

Luke 24:13-27 (ESV) 

On the Road to Emmaus 
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13 That very day two of them were going to a village named Emmaus, 
about seven miles from Jerusalem, 14 and they were talking with each 
other about all these things that had happened. 15 While they were 
talking and discussing together, Jesus himself drew near and went 
with them. 16 But their eyes were kept from recognizing him. 17 And he 
said to them, “What is this conversation that you are holding with 
each other as you walk?” And they stood still, looking sad. 18 Then 
one of them, named Cleopas, answered him, “Are you the only visitor 
to Jerusalem who does not know the things that have happened there 
in these days?” 19 And he said to them, “What things?” And they said 
to him, “Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, a man who was a prophet 
mighty in deed and word before God and all the people, 20 and how 
our chief priests and rulers delivered him up to be condemned to 
death, and crucified him. 21 But we had hoped that he was the one to 
redeem Israel. Yes, and besides all this, it is now the third day since 
these things happened. 22 Moreover, some women of our company 
amazed us. They were at the tomb early in the morning, 23 and when 
they did not find his body, they came back saying that they had even 
seen a vision of angels, who said that he was alive. 24 Some of those 
who were with us went to the tomb and found it just as the women 
had said, but him they did not see.” 25 And he said to them, “O foolish 
ones, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken! 26 

Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer these things and 
enter into his glory?” 27 And beginning with Moses and all the 
Prophets, he interpreted to them in all the Scriptures the things 
concerning himself. 

The disciples were confused by Jesus’ suffering and death. Jesus said the OT 

declared His suffering was necessary. “Was it not necessary that the Christ 

should suffer these things and enter into his glory?” – Jesus. Then Jesus 

went on to describe how he filled the plan of God. The fact that Jesus 

fulfilled the OT prophesies meant that Jesus was the promised Savior-

Messiah sent by God. What were those OT prophesies?  
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There are dozens of OT prophecies that Jesus fulfilled. We only time for a 

few this morning. But I believe as we look at these prophecies, and how 

specific they are in describing Jesus, if you are a believer your faith will be 

encouraged, and if you are not yet a believer your curiosity will be ignited to 

inquire about the truth of Jesus Christ yourself.  

The Savior would be male and the offspring/child of a woman 

This is the background: tricked and tempted by the Serpent, mankind had 

chosen sin. God came to meet out judgment. This passage has often been 

referred to as the “protevangelium,” the first good news of a promised 

redeemer after man’s original fall away from fellowship with God.1 

Genesis 3:14-15 (NLT) 

14 Then the Lord God said to the serpent, 

“Because you have done this, you are cursed 

more than all animals, domestic and wild. 

You will crawl on your belly, 

groveling in the dust as long as you live. 

15      And I will cause hostility between you and the woman, 

                                           

1Harris, R. L., Harris, R. L., Archer, G. L., & Waltke, B. K. (1999, c1980).

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and between your offspring and her offspring. 

He will strike your head, 

and you will strike his heel.” 

 A primitive root; TWOT 2349; GK 8789 and [/shuwph /shoof] שׁוּף ,שׁוּף

8790; Four occurrences; AV translates as “bruise” twice, “break” once, and 

“cover” once. 1 to bruise, crush, gape upon, desire?, seize?, strike out?2  

My mom experienced a crushed heel several years ago. It immobilized her. 

She couldn’t walk. Because of the crucifixion, Jesus was immobilized from 

walking on this earth for three days while in the tomb. A crushed heel is a 

pain and inconvenience, but a crushed head is death. The Serpent would 

immobilize Jesus for a period, but Jesus would crush his head.  

Luke 1:31 (ESV)

 The Savior would be a descendant of Abraham 

Genesis 18:18 (ESV) 

18 seeing that Abraham shall surely become a great and mighty nation, 
and all the nations of the earth shall be blessed in him?  

Notice it says “IN him,” not through him. The source of blessing was IN 

Abraham’s loins.  

The Savior would be descendant of Isaac, not Ishmael 

Usually the blessing was passed through the eldest son, but by God’s design 

the younger received the blessing instead.  

Genesis 17:18-19 (NLT) 

18 So Abraham said to God, “May Ishmael live under your special 
blessing!” 

19 But God replied, “No—Sarah, your wife, will give birth to a son for 
you. You will name him Isaac, and I will confirm my covenant with 
him and his descendants as an everlasting covenant.  

Arabs descend from Ishmael, the firstborn of Abraham. Therefore, Arabs 

and Jews share a common ancestry. Yet the two brothers lived in strife, and 

their descendants continue the strife even today.  

Isaac was a miracle child because Sarah was well beyond her child-bearing 

years. A barren womb would not impede the unfolding of God’s plan.  
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The Savior would be a king and descendant of Jacob, not Esau 

Again, God chose to pass the blessing through the younger brother.  

Numbers 24:17a (NLT) 

17      I see him, but not here and now. 

I perceive him, but far in the distant future. 

A star will rise from Jacob; 

a scepter will emerge from Israel... 

The “Star” would come from Jacob. A scepter is the symbol of a king.  

The Savior would descend from Judah 

Genesis 49:10 (NLT) 

10      The scepter will not depart from Judah, 

nor the ruler’s staff from his descendants, 

until the coming of the one to whom it belongs, 

the one whom all nations will honor. 

Jesus fulfilled all these prophecies concerning lineage through both Joseph 

and Mary.  

Matthew 1:2 (ESV) 

2 Abraham was the father of Isaac, and Isaac the father of Jacob, and 
Jacob the father of Judah…  

The Savior would be the heir to the throne of David 
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Isaiah 9:7 (ESV) 

7      Of the increase of his government and of peace  

          there will be no end,  

     on the throne of David and over his kingdom,  

          to establish it and to uphold it  

     with justice and with righteousness  

          from this time forth and forevermore… 

Thrones were passed from generation to generation through a family line. 

Succeeding generations could receive the throne through either bloodline, 

marriage, or adoption. Jesus was of the family line of King David.  

Matthew 1:1 (ESV) 

1 The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son 
of Abraham.  

The Savior would be born in Bethlehem 

Some have suggested that Jesus, being a Rabbi, was knowledgeable of the 

prophecies concerning the Savior-Messiah and manipulated his life to fulfill 

them. This is one among many prophecies that would have been impossible 

for Jesus, as a mere mortal child, to produce since he was still in the womb!  

Micah 5:2 (ESV) 

2         But you, O Bethlehem Ephrathah,  

                    who are too little to be among the clans of Judah,  

          from you shall come forth for me  
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                    one who is to be ruler in Israel,  

          whose origin is from of old,  

                    from ancient days.  

Here is what is says: A future ruler from the ancient past will come forth 

from Bethlehem Ephrathah. 

Bethlehem — house of bread. [How appropriate: The bread of life 
came from the house of bread] (1.) A city in the “hill country” of 
Judah. It was originally called Ephrath (Gen. 35:16, 19; 48:7; Ruth 
4:11). It was also called Beth-lehem Ephratah (Micah 5:2), Beth-
lehem-judah (1 Sam. 17:12), and “the city of David” (Luke 2:4). It is 
first noticed in Scripture as the place where Rachel died and was 
buried “by the wayside,” directly to the north of the city (Gen. 48:7). 
The valley to the east was the scene of the story of Ruth... Here was 
David’s birth-place, and here also, in after years, he was anointed as 
king by Samuel (1 Sam. 16:4–13); … 

Bethlehem… is about 5 miles south of Jerusalem… 3  

When the wise men from the East came to Herod to ask where was born the 

King of the Jews, Herod inquired of the religious leaders who readily 

answered. The story is told for us… 

Matthew 2:1-6 (ESV) 

The Visit of the Wise Men

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2 Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea in the days of 
Herod the king, behold, wise men from the east came to Jerusalem, 2 

saying, “Where is he who has been born king of the Jews? For we saw 
his star when it rose and have come to worship him.” 3 When Herod 
the king heard this, he was troubled, and all Jerusalem with him; 4 and 
assembling all the chief priests and scribes of the people, he inquired 
of them where the Christ was to be born. 5 They told him, “In 
Bethlehem of Judea, for so it is written by the prophet:  

6       “ ‘     And you, O Bethlehem, in the land of Judah,  

                    are by no means least among the rulers of Judah;

Herod and the religious leaders were in Jerusalem, only five miles from 

Bethlehem. Yet this visit from well-educated, wealthy, wise men from far 

away seemingly did not inspire either Herod or the religious leaders to visit 

the nearby town and see for themselves.  

Compounding this miracle was the fact that Joseph and Mary were even in 

Bethlehem at the time of Jesus’ birth. That was not their hometown. They 

were from Nazareth. Travel is uncomfortable for a very pregnant woman. 

Joseph would have had to been highly motivated to make Mary travel with 

him with her so close to delivery. The reason they were in Bethlehem when 

the baby was delivered was to pay taxes because a decree went out from 

Caesar Augustus that all the world should be registered. (See Luke 2:1-7) 
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Who but God could arrange for the massive, slow Roman bureaucratic 

machine to require Joseph and Mary to be in Bethlehem at the exact time of 

Jesus’ birth so that prophecy would be fulfilled?  

The Savior was to be born of a Virgin 

Isaiah 7:14 (ESV) 

14 Therefore the Lord himself will give you a sign. Behold, the virgin 
shall conceive and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel. 

Immanuel means “God with us.” When the angel told Mary about Jesus, the 

angel said he was to be named Immanuel. Jesus came to be God with us.  

Mary was a virgin of about 13 years of age. Some have suggested that the 

Hebrew word does not mean virgin but rather young, devout religious girl. 

This is not rocket science: A young, devout religious girl is a virgin. If she 

were not a virgin, then she would not be a young, devout religious girl.  

Matthew 1:18 (ESV) 

The Birth of Jesus Christ 

18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ took place in this way. When his 
mother Mary had been betrothed to Joseph, before they came together 
she was found to be with child from the Holy Spirit.  

Those who have a problem with the thought of the virgin birth altogether 

miss the words of the angel who said, “nothing will be impossible with 

God.”   

The Savior would heal people 
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Isaiah 35:5-6a (NLT) 

5      And when he comes, he will open the eyes of the blind 

and unplug the ears of the deaf. 

6      The lame will leap like a deer, 

and those who cannot speak will sing for joy!... 

Did Jesus heal the blind? And the lame? Did the mute speak? The scriptures 

are filled with examples.  

Jesus still heals. Miraculously.  

The Savior would receive a triumphal entry into Jerusalem  

Zechariah 9:9 (ESV) 

The Coming King of Zion 

9     Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion!  

          Shout aloud, O daughter of Jerusalem!  

     behold, your king is coming to you;  

          righteous and having salvation is he,  

     humble and mounted on a donkey,  

          on a colt, the foal of a donkey.  

This fulfillment of this prophecy would require the ready and willing 

participation of hundreds if not thousands of participants. It did.  

John 12:12-15 (ESV) 
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The Triumphal Entry 

12 The next day the large crowd that had come to the feast heard that 
Jesus was coming to Jerusalem. 13 So they took branches of palm trees 
and went out to meet him, crying out, “Hosanna! Blessed is he who 
comes in the name of the Lord, even the King of Israel!” 14 And Jesus 
found a young donkey and sat on it, just as it is written,  

15       “     Fear not, daughter of Zion;  

               behold, your king is coming,  

                    sitting on a donkey’s colt!”  

The Savior would be betrayed by a friend 

Psalm 41:9 (ESV) 

9      Even my close friend in whom I trusted,  

          who ate my bread, has lifted his heel against me. 

For three years, Judas ate bread with Jesus. Judas was so slick that when 

Jesus announced that He would be betrayed, Judas stood out no more than 

any other disciple as a candidate among the twelve. At the last Supper, Jesus 

placed Judas in the place of honor next to Him where they, no doubt, broke 

bread together.  

The Savior would be sold for 30 pieces of silver. Furthermore, the 

money would be returned to the temple for a potter’s field 

Zechariah 11:12-13 (ESV) 

12 Then I said to them, “If it seems good to you, give me my wages; 
but if not, keep them.” And they weighed out as my wages thirty 
pieces of silver. 13 Then the Lord said to me, “Throw it to the 
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potter”— the lordly price at which I was priced by them. So I took the 
thirty pieces of silver and threw them into the house of the Lord, to 
the potter.  

This is incredible. This prophecy could not be fulfilled after 70 A.D. because 

“the house of the Lord” (that is, the temple) was destroyed in 70 A.D. The 

temple has not been rebuilt. There can be no Messianic candidates after 70 

A.D. because there was no temple into which could be thrown the thirty 

pieces of silver.  

Furthermore, who other than God could know that the money would be in 

any way related to a potter’s field?  

All foretold in OT prophecies. This is remarkable: the religious leaders that 

were well-familiar with the Messianic-Savior prophecies and – one would 

think – would never intentionally make decisions that would enhance Jesus’ 

claim on being the Messiah. Yet somehow, in their blind hatred of Jesus, 

they actually participated in Him fulfilling this prophecy.  

The Savior would be silent when accused 

Isaiah 53:7 (ESV) 

7      He was oppressed, and he was afflicted,  

          yet he opened not his mouth;  

     like a lamb that is led to the slaughter,  

          and like a sheep that before its shearers is silent,  

          so he opened not his mouth. 
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When Jesus was brought up for questioning, He did not defend Himself.  

Matthew 26:62-63A (ESV) 

62 And the high priest stood up and said, “Have you no answer to 
make? What is it that these men testify against you?” 63 But Jesus 
remained silent.  

Before Pilate, Jesus was also silent.  

Matthew 27:12-14 (ESV) 

Jesus Before Pilate 

12 But when he was accused by the chief priests and elders, he gave no 
answer. 13 Then Pilate said to him, “Do you not hear how many things 
they testify against you?” 14 But he gave him no answer, not even to a 
single charge, so that the governor was greatly amazed. 

The Savior would be smitten and spat upon 

Isaiah 50:6 (ESV) 

6     I gave my back to those who strike,  

          and my cheeks to those who pull out the beard;  

     I hid not my face  

          from disgrace and spitting.  

The Savior would be crucified with Sinners 

Isaiah 53:12a (ESV) 

12     …he poured out his soul to death  

          and was numbered with the transgressors… 
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Fulfilled in… 

Matthew 27:38 (ESV) 

38 Then two robbers were crucified with him, one on the right and one 
on the left.  

The Savior would be mocked and insulted.  

  Psalm 22:6-8 (ESV) 

6      But I am a worm and not a man,  

          scorned by mankind and despised by the people.  

7      All who see me mock me;  

          they make mouths at me; they wag their heads;  

8 “     He trusts in the Lord; let him deliver him;  

          let him rescue him, for he delights in him!”  

Again, you would think that the religious leaders who hated Jesus would 

want no part in assisting Him fulfill prophecies concerning the Savior-

Messiah but in the blindness produced by their hatred did exactly that.  

The Savior’s hands and feet would be pierced and soldiers would cast 

lots for His garments.  

Psalm 22 was written over a thousand years before Christ’s life, and 

hundreds of years before mankind had devised crucifixion, yet it described 

Christ’s crucifixion intricately.  

Psalm 22:16-18 (ESV) 
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16      For dogs encompass me;  

          a company of evildoers encircles me;  

     they have pierced my hands and feet—  

17      I can count all my bones—  

     they stare and gloat over me;  

18     they divide my garments among them,  

          and for my clothing they cast lots.  

In the OT, “dogs” were not considered clean, domesticated pets. Rather, they 

were vicious, unclean wild animals that often traveled in packs. I have been 

told that today, more people are killed by packs of wild dogs than bears or 

lions combined. In fact, I have a friend that was attacked by a pack of wild 

dogs. In the OT, Dogs was often a reference to the uncircumcised or 

Gentiles. Romans were uncircumcised Gentiles.  

The phrase, “they have pierced my hands and feet” refers to crucifixion. 

There were several ways that crucifixion could be carried out. The way Jesus 

was crucified involved a tall, vertical timber and a timber that crossed 

horizontal. Jesus’ hands were outstretched and 5-7” nails – we would call 

them spikes - driven into his outstretched hands. His feet would be crossed 

and a spike driven through them as well. The design of this means of capital 

punishment was to execute the prisoner with excruciating torture, sometimes 

protracted over several days. As the weight of the body drew down 

relentlessly and the muscles were overwhelmed, arms would be pulled out of 

their sockets. The phrase “I can count all my bones” means that the bones 
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are no longer acting as one – they are torn asunder. In order to relieve the 

pain, the prisoner would push up with his feet sending searing pain from 

where the nail had passed through the bones of the feet. Furthermore, the 

prisoner could not stand and perpetually relieve the pain of his arms being 

drawn out of joint because the position of the nail would not allow the 

straightening of the legs. The prisoner could only push up for short periods 

of time to change the sources of agony and grab a few deep breaths of air. 

As the body tired, the prisoner could no longer press up for air and 

eventually died of asphyxiation. Sometimes it would take several days of 

suffering before death. If the executioner grew tired of waiting, they could 

break the legs of the prisoner so that the prisoner could no longer press up 

for air.  

Jesus’ hands and feet were pierced.  

Some have wondered if our earthly blemishes will also mare our heavenly 

bodies. Most scholars believe that, unlike Jesus, our earthly deformities will 

be eliminated. It would appear that Jesus will carry the marks of His 

crucifixion for time and eternity.  

The OT said the Savior’s hands and feet were to be pierced; Jesus’ hands 

and feet were pierced in crucifixion.  

The Savior’s bones would not be broken 

Psalm 34:19-20 (ESV) 

19     Many are the afflictions of the righteous,  
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          but the Lord delivers him out of them all.  

20      He keeps all his bones;  

          not one of them is broken. 

Fulfilled… 

John 19:31-33 (ESV) 

Jesus’ Side Is Pierced 

31 Since it was the day of Preparation, and so that the bodies would not 
remain on the cross on the Sabbath (for that Sabbath was a high day), 
the Jews asked Pilate that their legs might be broken and that they 
might be taken away. 32 So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the 
first, and of the other who had been crucified with him. 33 But when 
they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not 
break his legs. 

Perhaps you had the opportunity to view The Passion which so graphically 

portrayed the sufferings of Jesus. The continuous beatings and lashings for 

hours without rest had brought Jesus so close to death that there was no need 

to hurry Jesus’ final breath.  

The Savior was to be buried with the rich 

Isaiah 53:9a (ESV) 

9      And they made his grave with the wicked  

          and with a rich man in his death… 

Jesus was not rich. He was homeless.  

Matthew 27:57-58 (ESV) 
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Jesus Is Buried 

57 When it was evening, there came a rich man from Arimathea, 
named Joseph, who also was a disciple of Jesus. 58 He went to Pilate 
and asked for the body of Jesus. Then Pilate ordered it to be given to 
him.  

The Savior would be resurrected 

Psalm 16:9-10 (ESV) 

9      Therefore my heart is glad, and my whole being rejoices;  

          my flesh also dwells secure.  

10      For you will not abandon my soul to Sheol,  

          or let your holy one see corruption.  

Sheol (Heb. שְׁאוֹל), in the OT, the underworld, the place of the departed 

spirits.4  

The ancient Jews believed that corruption of the dead body occurred on the 

fourth day. Jesus was not in the tomb after the third day. (Lazarus had been 

in the grave for four days.)

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Jesus’ resurrection not recorded only in Christian historical documents but 

also as part of official Roman history as recorded by a Roman bureaucrat 

named Josephus. He wrote: 

Now there was bout this time Jesus, a wise man, if it be lawful to call 
him man; for he was a doer of wonderful works, a teacher of such 
men as receive the truth with pleasure. He drew over to him many 
Jews, and also many of the Greeks. This man was the Christ. And 
when Pilate had condemned him to the cross, upon his impeachment 
by the principal man among us, those who had loved him from the 
first did not forsake him, for he appeared to them alive on the third 
day, the divine prophets having spoken these and thousands of other 
wonderful things about him. And even now, the race of Christians, so 
named from him, has not died out.5  

Those are official historical records from the Roman government.  

Summary – Why did the Savior suffer? 

Some might say, Pastor you’ve been all around the OT and NT showing 

snippets of how God designed history to reveal Jesus as the promised Savior. 

What about an extended passage from the OT that describes Jesus fairly 

clearly and explains why God designed history in this fashion?  

Isaiah 53:1-12 (ESV) 

Who has believed what they heard from us? 

          And to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed?

     like a lamb that is led to the slaughter,  

          and like a sheep that before its shearers is silent,  

          so he opened not his mouth.  

8      By oppression and judgment he was taken away;  

          and as for his generation, who considered  

     that he was cut off out of the land of the living,  

          stricken for the transgression of my people?  

9      And they made his grave with the wicked  

          and with a rich man in his death,  

     although he had done no violence,  

          and there was no deceit in his mouth.  

10      Yet it was the will of the Lord to crush him;  

          he has put him to grief; 

     when his soul makes an offering for sin,  

          he shall see his offspring; he shall prolong his days;  

     the will of the Lord shall prosper in his hand.  

11      Out of the anguish of his soul he shall see and be satisfied;  

     by his knowledge shall the righteous one, my servant,  

          make many to be accounted righteous,  

          and he shall bear their iniquities.  
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12     Therefore I will divide him a portion with the many, 

          and he shall divide the spoil with the strong, 

     because he poured out his soul to death  

          and was numbered with the transgressors;  

     yet he bore the sin of many,  

          and makes intercession for the transgressors.  

The writer of Romans tells us that Jesus is making intercession for us 

transgressors of the law.  

Romans 8:33-34 (ESV) 

33 Who shall bring any charge against God’s elect? It is God who 
justifies. 34 Who is to condemn? Christ Jesus is the one who died—
more than that, who was raised—who is at the right hand of God, who 
indeed is interceding for us.  

After seeing the miraculous ways Jesus fulfilled OT prophecy, you can see 

why it takes more faith to believe that Jesus is not the Savior, than to believe 

that He is the Savior promised by God, and prophesied through God’s word.
